Take exit 273 (56 South), go 35 miles to intersection of Applebee’s and take right (West) US-
70S (TN-1). Go to first red light (Jack in Box on left and NHC health care on the right) take right
onto Judge Warren Rd. {Old Smithville Hwy}. Go approx. 2 miles down on left. Follow signs.
From 1-24

Take exit 111 (hwy 55) to McMinnville, approx 30 miles (do not take business loop exit- stay on
the four lane) street becomes US-70S E (TN-1 E). At second intersection go left (you will see
Wal-Mart on right) on Judge Warren Rd. {Old Smithville Rd}. Go approx 2 miles down on left.
Follow signs.

CAMPING INFO
